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Make The Move Up 
Which Users Find It Worthwhile To  

Upgrade To Windows XP 
 

From Smart Computing

Microsoft’s most recent version of Windows, the critically 

acclaimed Windows XP, has a lot to offer your PC. It has a 
restyled interface, tight security, proven stability, and native 
support for an abundance of hardware add-ons. The OS 
(operating system) also boasts intuitive networking 
functionality, convenient Internet sharing, and whiz-bang 
multimedia capabilities. 

 
Despite everything that WinXP has to offer, many computer 

users have yet to make the switch to the newer OS. This is 
understandable. Upgrading to a new version of Windows is a 
considerable commitment, and some users have lingering 
doubts about the merits of moving up. To ease those concerns, 
we answered some of the most common questions about 
installing and upgrading to WinXP. 

 
Q: What is the difference between WinXP and 

Windows Me? 
 
A: Perhaps the best answer to this question is one word: 

stability. WinMe has its merits, but the OS is infamously 
unstable. Frequent users of WinMe, especially those spoiled by 
the relative stability of Windows 98 SE, have had to learn to 
deal with its crashes, lockups, and other unexplained 
behavioral tantrums that occur for no apparent reason. 

 
WinXP is a big step forward in terms of stability, thanks in 

large part to its kernel (module of code that underlies all of the 
OS’ other functions). The most recent version of Windows is 
based on the kernel found in Microsoft’s enterprise OSes, 
Windows NT and Windows 2000. Although the details of how 
the kernel works are too complicated to address here, suffice it 
to say that Microsoft designed it specifically to provide 
stability and security to mission-critical systems. With WinXP, 
you get that same level of stability and security on your 
personal computer. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Aside from this significant difference, WinXP and WinMe 
also look different. Microsoft gave its newest OS a facelift that 
cleans the Desktop of superfluous clutter and streamlines the 
Start menu. If this change proves to be too much for you, you 
can revert to the classic interface by right-clicking the Desktop 
and selecting Properties from the pop-up menu. From the 
resulting Display Properties dialog box, choose the Themes 
tab, open the Themes drop-down menu, highlight the Windows 
Classic option, and click OK. Likewise, you can revert to the 
classic Start menu by right-clicking the Start button and 
selecting Properties from the pop-up menu. On the Start Menu 
tab of the resulting dialog box, select the Classic Start Menu 
option and click OK. 

 

The remaining differences between the two OSes include a 
host of new features, such as: 

 

•Remote Assistance, which lets a support technician access, 
troubleshoot, and fix your PC via its network or Internet 
connection 

 

•support for USB 2.0 (Universal Serial Bus 2.0), a high-
performance external port interface (although you must add 
this support via a Windows update; see “Universal Advantages 
Of USB” on page 56 for more information) 

 

•Fast User Switching, which lets you switch user profiles on 
the fly without closing any applications or shutting down the 
computer (available only in the WinXP Home edition) 

 

Q: What is the difference between WinXP and 
Win98 SE? 

 

A: Because the biggest difference between WinXP and 
WinMe is stability, we must say the biggest difference between 
WinXP and Win98 SE is age. Win98 SE is nearly five years 
old, which is not enough time to render it obsolete, but it is 
enough time to account for its lack of so many features that 
numerous users take for granted. For example, Win98 SE is 
missing the System Restore and Movie Maker features, both of 
which are standard with WinMe and WinXP. It also lacks 
support for smart menus, Hibernation mode, system file 
protection, automatic updating, effortless home networking, 
and Internet gaming. In short, the wrinkles of Win98 SE are 
starting to show. 

 
Q: Given the differences between WinXP and its 

predecessors, should I upgrade? 
 

A: Although WinXP has a lot to offer, we are generally 
cautious about recommending an upgrade. Why? Because 
many users do not need a new OS. WinMe and Win98 SE are 
capable and fairly competent platforms from which you can 
launch most productivity, entertainment, and Internet 
applications; so what if they’re missing a gimmick or two. As 
long as your current OS supports your computing activities, 
you have no reason to upgrade. 

 

Another reason not to upgrade is cost. The upgrade version of 
WinXP Home sells for $99, and the upgrade version of WinXP 
Professional sells for $199. Then there’s the immeasurable cost of 
inconvenience and lost productivity that goes along with installing 
an OS, bringing all of your software and hardware into sync with 
it, and learning how to navigate the new interface and use the new 
features. You may quickly decide that the benefits of upgrading do 
not justify the cost involved. 

Finally, you have to consider whether your PC can handle

(Twenty-fourth in a series of interviews with BGAMUG 
members sharing an exchange of information 
…………………...... by Betty Lyne, your Rovin’ Reporter)    

J ay Atkerson was born in Woodburn, KY, (Warren 
County) July 28, 1937 to the parents, John Henry (Jack) 
and Annie Galloway Atkerson.  He was delivered at 
home by the family physician, Dr. Finis London.  The 

Atkerson home was across the railroad from the Louisville and 
Nashville Railroad Depot.  Annie had inherited the home from 
her first mother-in-law Anna Nicoll (Mrs. Sterling Nicoll).   
 

Jack was retired as United States Navy World War I veteran 
having lost his eyesight in one eye and his hearing while he was 
serving on The USS Minnesota in 1918.  Annie, as most wives 
and mothers at that time, was a stay-at-home mother.  On May 
9, 1939 Jack and Annie had a second son, Phillip Warren 
Atkerson. 

 
Jay’s fist six years were probably pretty typical of 

most children at that time—--a time when most 
families were just coming out of the Depression.  Most 
parents either had little money or if they were 
fortunate to have money were philosophically likely to 
be most conservative since they had seen families who 
struggled to put meals on the table.  Christmas-time 
was a big event even though compared to later years, 
toys were pretty scarce, but greatly appreciated.  Jay 
remembers those early Christmases, especially during the 
World War II days as being a time when toys were quite 
simple, often toy trucks and cars were made from cardboard 
and did not last long with the wear and tear of daily use. 

 
In August of 1943 Jay entered Woodburn Grade School, 

which was a converted gymnasium after fire had destroyed the 
Woodburn High School, probably in 1942.  With World War II 
going on, supplies to rebuild a school were limited and the 
school board constructed walls in the gym making separate 
rooms for the first and eighth grades and combination rooms for 
second-third, fourth-fifth and sixth-seventh graders. Since 
building funds were so scarce, no provisions were made for 
indoor bathrooms; thus students were required to go to outdoor 
toilets. School went well for him although for varied reasons 
probably over half of those pupils beginning in the first grade 
failed to be promoted eight years later to high school. It was 
during those elementary years he acquired an interest in 
sports—especially basketball.  Interestingly, in the first seven 
years the Warren County Board of Education lacked funds to 
finish the year and school ended in April after only seven 
months.  Only in the eighth grade did school stay in session 
longer than seven months and then for only eight months. 

 
Beginning in the fall of 1951 Jay began school in the “new” 

Warren County High School in Bowling Green, which was 
about a twelve-mile bus ride.  School year 1951-52 was the 
second year for the school that housed students from grade one 
through grade twelve.  High school students came from the 
Woodburn, Rich Pond, Hadley, Rockfield areas of the county 
and from the Forest Park area of Bowling Green.  
Approximately 125 students started high school in 1951 and 

approximately 88 students graduated in May of 1955. 
Still showing an intense interest in basketball, Jay along with 

virtually every boy in the ninth grade tried out for the high 
school basketball team; but with his small size and lack of 
ability, he did not survive the last cut before the season began.  
New coach Eddie Diddle (son of legendary Western coach Ed 
Diddle) and Principal H. W. Betts saw the obvious 
disappointment in his eyes and compromised by making him 
team student manager.  By being student manager he was able 
to be around basketball and go to most of the games, even 
though his father frowned on Tuesday night games especially if 
they were away from home games, since it interfered with his 
studying and getting to bed early on school nights.  Later 
Coach W. B. Fisher, as well as Coach Diddle, recognized Jay’s 
interest in becoming a basketball coach and encouraged him in 
that direction. 

 
High school was a time of great fun for Jay as he enjoyed all 

the activities he could become involved in.  He was co-
president of his tenth grade class, president of his eleventh and 
twelfth grade classes as well as vice president and president of 
the Beta Club.  During his senior year he ran unsuccessfully for 

President of the Indiana and Kentucky Beta Clubs.  
During his senior year he had decided to become a coach 
and physical education major and was offered a 
manager’s scholarship at Western and to live with the 
athletes in Diddle Dorm.  However, the intense interest 
in University of Kentucky and its famed basketball 
program was too strong and he declined the Western 
scholarship and entered UK in the fall of 1955 without a 
scholarship. 

 
Former family friend and University of Kentucky Vice 

President Frank D. Peterson was influential in getting an 
interview and subsequent tryout for the student manager job of 
the University of Kentucky Wildcat basketball program.  
During his first semester he was named freshman basketball 
manager.  The regimen of college basketball came as a shock 
to him under Coaches Adolph Rupp and his Assistant Harry 
Lancaster.  He immediately was asked to officiate basketball 
scrimmages and accept responsibilities he had not dreamed 
going with a big-time basketball program.  Along with the 
responsibilities came financial help beginning with the second 
semester of the freshman year.   With the responsibilities 
associated with basketball and the transition from high school 
to college, Jay received grades of C in all his classes except for 
ROTC and Physical Education.  The demands of college 
studying came as a surprise since high school grades came 
pretty easy to him.  After being assistant manager of the UK 
basketball team during his sophomore year, he received more 
financial aid; and as a result, he also managed the UK varsity 
baseball team.  In the fall of 1957 he was named head manager 
of the basketball team that went on to become the National 
Collegiate Athletic Association basketball champions. That 
team, known as “The Fiddling Five,” was a surprise winner 
since it lost six regular season games but went undefeated 
through the national tournament, beating Seattle and Temple in 
the Final Four.  Along with the glory and excitement came 
watches, keys to the cities of Lexington and Louisville. One of 
the post-season highlights was a dinner hosted by long-time 
UK supporter Governor Albert B. Happy) Chandler in his 
personal dining room in the Governor’s Mansion.

Computing Tip’s & Tidbytes 
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Q & A’s

Q :  I’ve read that a the new feature of v.92 modems over 
the now commonly used v.90-type modem is that it allows 
you to put your internet connection on hold while you 
accept a voice call on the same phone line. Is this true? 
 
A: It is my understanding that you will be able to do this 
without paying the $5 or $10 fee for a “call waiting” 
service.  Is this v.92 modem available now and will 
existing modems be upgradeable from v.90 to v.92? 
 
 Call Waiting modems are available now.  See 
http://www.usr.com/v92/ and other sites. 
 
 Among other enhancements, the V.92 standard allows for 
Internet Call Notification and Modem on Hold, which 
"suspends" your online session for incoming calls and 
returns to your online activities after your conversations 
without redialing. Please note that Call Waiting service 
from your telephone company is required. 
 
 Certain late-model v.90 modems can be upgraded to v.92 
by downloading a firmware upgrade.  Other modem 
manufacturers will allow an upgrade rebate if they cannot 
offer a downloadable upgrade.  It all depends on the make 
and model of your modem. 
 
 Q:  How can you open and read a file received over the 
internet with the extension of .html?  I’ve tried 
WordPerfect, MS Word, Adobe, and have been 
unsuccessful. 
 
 A:   Files ending in .HTM, .HTML and .ASP are internet 
web pages.   HTML stands for Hypertext Mark-up 
Language.  ASP stands for Active Server Page (A  

 
Microsoft technology).   You should be able to load and see 
these pages in your internet browser, such as Netscape or 
Internet Explorer.   If these file endings are properly 
“associated” with your browser, they should open up in the 
browser simply by double-clicking the name of the file.   
Association of a file ending (the file’s “extension”) with a 
particular application used to read or process that file is a 
topic of some interest to our members and we intend to hold 
a workshop on this topic very soon.  If you are reading this 
on our web site, look for the materials on this seminar – we 
may already have a document about this feature of 
Windows. 
 
 Q:  Explain what JPG EPS PDF GIF PNG JPEG TIFF 
BMP file extensions are and what they mean.  Where do 
these files come from and how are they used. 
 
 A:  With the exception of PDF, these are all file endings 
associated with different kinds of image files.   PDF is the 
Public Document Format devised by Adobe.  It is used to 
allow anyone to be able to view files created by any 
application, without the user having to own the product(s) 
that created the file.  For a full description of PDF, please 
visit  
http://www.p2pays.org/main/pdf.asp . 
 
 The following is a brief description of the graphics file 
formats listed above: 
(The full text Frequently Asked Questions on this topic is at

 TIFF - Tag Image File Format file 
GIF – Graphics Interchange Format (pronounce it “jif”) 
BMP – Bitmapped Image (Windows)

Windows 98: Look at windows through a magnifying glass: 
For those of us who want or need an easy way to take a closer 
look at information in an open window (the fine print on a Web 
page, for example) there is Magnifier. Find it by clicking Start, 
Programs, Accessories, Accessibility. There are several 
checkboxes that you can use to control Magnifier behavior. You 
can set magnification for up to 9X. 
 

Windows XP: Print Pictures: Here's a quick way to dig 
into you’re my Pictures folder and print some or all of the 
pictures kept there. Click Start and My Pictures. Under Picture 
Tasks, click Print Pictures. This opens the Photo Printing 
Wizard. Click Next, select the pictures you want to print (or do 
nothing to print them all), click Next, and follow the on-screen 
instructions (these will vary depending on how your printer is 
set up).

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an upgrade. WinXP demands a lot of a computer, and many 
older systems—especially those running Win98 SE—may not 
be up to the challenge. 

 

Q: Can I install WinXP on my old computer? 
 

A: Get out the documentation that came with your PC and 
compare its specifications against WinXP’s minimum system 
requirements: 233MHz processor, 64MB of RAM, 1.5GB 
available hard drive space, 800 x 600 display resolution, and a 
CD-ROM drive. If your computer meets these requirements, 
you can install WinXP on it. But should you? 

 

A: PC that barely meets the minimum system requirements 
is going to have a hard time providing the type of performance 
you’ve come to expect from your previous OS. That’s why 
Microsoft recommends that your computer have a faster 
processor (300MHz or better) and at least 128MB of RAM. If 
you want to take advantage of everything that WinXP has to 
offer, including its Internet and video-editing functionality, the 
recommendations increase to a 400MHz or faster processor, a 
video capture card, a microphone, a sound card, and a 
33.6Kbps (kilobits per second) or faster modem, in addition to 
everything else. 

 

The bottom line? We suggest that you upgrade only if your 
PC has a 400MHz or faster processor, at least 128MB of RAM, 
at least 1.5GB of free hard drive space, a 33.6Kbps or faster 
Internet connection, and a complete accoutrement of 
multimedia equipment. 

 

Q: What is the difference between the WinXP 
Home and Professional editions? 

 

A: In the past, the consumer and enterprise versions of the 
Windows OS were two distinct product lines. That is not the 
case today. WinXP Home and Professional are practically the 
same, sharing a common kernel, code base, and interface. The 
few differences between them reveal the target market of each. 

 

WinXP Home, for instance, features user-switching 
capabilities and a wizard for home networking. These tools are 
well-suited to the OS’ target market of home users who often 
share their computers with other family members and may have 
a couple of computers they want to network together. WinXP 
Professional, on the other hand, offers several advanced 
networking, security, and mobile features that would be of 
great interest to business users. Microsoft excluded these 
features from WinXP Home because the casual computer user 
doesn’t need them. 

 

Another important difference is price. WinXP Home, which 
sells for $199 (full installation) and $99 (upgrade), costs $100 
less than similar versions of WinXP Professional, which sells 
for $299 (full installation) and $199 (upgrade). 

 
Q: So which edition should I get? 
 

A: In most cases, you should get WinXP Home if you plan 
to use it on a home computer, and you should get WinXP 
Professional if you plan to use it on a computer at the office. 

 

Of course, there are a few exceptions to the rule. Sole 
proprietorships, home-based businesses, and small businesses 
with fewer than a handful of employees may get everything 
they need from WinXP Home, plus they’ll save $100 per copy

when they buy it. Conversely, individuals who have extensive 
home computer networks may benefit greatly from the 
advanced capabilities of WinXP Professional. So, too, might 
notebook users who want access to their home networks while 
they’re on the road. 

 
Q: What is the difference between the upgrade and 

full installation versions of WinXP? 
 

A: Nothing. Generally speaking, you should purchase the 
upgrade version if you have a computer that is currently 
running Windows, and you should purchase the full installation 
version if you have a computer that is not running Windows. 
You also should purchase the full installation version if you 
plan to set up a dual-boot configuration (a configuration in 
which a single computer is capable of running multiple OSes, 
though not at the same time) by installing WinXP as the second 
OS on your computer. 

 

Keep in mind that the upgrade versions carry some 
restrictions. The upgrade version of WinXP Home, for 
instance, works only if your PC is currently running Win98, 
Win98 SE, or WinMe. The upgrade version of WinXP 
Professional works only if your PC is currently running Win98, 
Win98 SE, WinMe, WinNT Workstation 4.0, Win2000, or 
WinXP Home. If you want to upgrade to WinXP and your 
computer is running another OS, such as Linux or Windows 
95, you must remove the old OS from your PC and purchase 
the full installation version of the product. 

 
Q: Can I set up a dual-boot configuration with 

WinXP and my existing OS? 
 

A: Sure, as long as you have a full installation version of 
WinXP and an extra drive or partition (an area of the hard drive 
treated as a separate storage unit) where you can install it. 

 

If your computer is like most computers, it has a single hard 
drive formatted as a single partition. Your current OS resides in 
this partition, leaving you with no place to install WinXP (as a 
rule, you can install only one OS per partition). To dual-boot 
your PC, you must either add a second hard drive, which you 
can format as a separate partition, or divide your existing hard 
drive into multiple partitions. The latter option, being cheaper 
and easier, is the preferred choice. All you have to do is 
purchase partitioning software, such as PowerQuest’s 
PartitionMagic ($69.95; http://www.powerquest.com) or 
Partition Commander from V Communications ($29.95 for 
download, $39.95 for package; http://www.v-com.com), and 
follow the instructions for creating a new partition. 

 

The final step is to install WinXP on the new partition. Each 
time you boot the computer after that, your system will ask you 
to select the OS you want to use. 

 
Q: What is activation and why do I need to do it? 
 

A: Microsoft introduced product activation with its line of 
XP products, including Office XP and both editions of the 
WinXP OS. The antipiracy procedure (designed to prevent the 
unlawful distribution of software) involves the registration of a 
product key in combination with a profile of your PC’s 
hardware configuration (no personal information is collected 
during the activation process). Microsoft will use the product

key and hardware profile to identify your computer system as 
the only machine licensed to run your particular copy of 
WinXP. 

 
You may activate WinXP just once. If you attempt to install 

and activate your copy of WinXP on any other system, 
Microsoft will recognize the product key but will not recognize 
the computer. As a result, it will deny activation and the OS 
will stop functioning after 30 days. Note that you must activate 
WinXP within 30 days of installing it. If you don’t, the OS will 
stop working and you will have to reinstall it. 

 

Q: How do I activate WinXP? 
 
A: You have two options for activating WinXP: via the 

Internet or by phone. Either way, you can choose to activate the 
OS during the installation or at any time within 30 days after 
the installation. 

 
Activation via the Internet is the most convenient option, 

particularly if you do so during the installation. All you have to 
do is follow the activation instructions that appear on-screen 
shortly after the installation configures your Internet 
connection. WinXP will forward the necessary information to 
Microsoft’s activation center, and a confirmation code will 
appear within seconds. 

 
You also can activate WinXP by phone during the 

installation. Simply call the toll-free number and provide the 
requested information to the Microsoft representative on the 
other end of the line. The representative then will give you an 
activation code that you must type into your computer. 

 
If you choose not to activate WinXP during the installation, 

you can do so at any time within the next 30 days. To launch 
the manual activation process, open the Start menu and burrow 
through the All Programs, Accessories, and System Tools 
submenus. Click the Activate Windows command and follow 
the on-screen instructions (again, to activate by phone or via 
the Internet). 

 

Make the move up ……….(Continued from page 8) Q: After I install WinXP, what can I do if I don’t 
like it? 

 
A: Even though WinXP is a top-notch OS with a lot to 

offer, you may decide that it doesn’t fit in with your computing 
needs. Maybe it demands more than your PC is able to give, 
maybe it doesn’t support your favorite PC game, or maybe you 
just don’t like the new interface. Whatever the reason, you can 
remove the OS from your PC. You may even be able to get a 
refund, provided you purchased the product within the last 30 
days (check with your software retailer for more information 
about its return policy). 

 
Uninstalling is a breeze if you upgraded to WinXP. To do 

so, open the Control Panel, select the Add Or Remove 
Programs option, and locate the Windows XP Uninstall listing 
in the resulting dialog box. Click the corresponding Remove/
Change button and follow the on-screen instructions to rid your 
system of WinXP forever. The next time you restart your PC, 
you will have full access to your previous OS. 

 
But what if you installed the full installation version of 

WinXP? In this case, you need to reformat (process of 
removing all of the existing data from a drive to prepare it to 
receive new data) the hard drive and purchase another OS to 
take the place of WinXP. Reformatting erases all data from the 
hard drive, so make sure you back up these files before heading 
down this path. 

 
To reformat the drive, insert a bootable diskette (3.5-inch 

floppy diskette containing only the files needed to launch DOS) 
and restart the computer. After the computer restarts and a 
prompt appears on-screen, type format c: (where c: is the drive 
letter assigned to the drive on which WinXP is installed) and 
press ENTER. 

 
The Best For Now. Certainly, WinXP is not for everybody. 

But those who make the effort to install and activate the most 
recent version of Windows will find their efforts rewarded by 
the best OS features and functionality that Microsoft has to 
offer—at least until the next version of Windows comes 
around.

Although it’s easiest to activate Windows XP during the 
installation, you can do it at any time within the next 30 
days by clicking Start, All Programs, Accessories, 
System Tools, and Activate Windows. Microsoft lets 
users activate by phone or via the Internet. 
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In his senior year (1958-59) he was again named head manager 
of the basketball team that did exceptionally well during the 
regular season but was upset by the University of Louisville in the 
NCAA tournament in Evanston, Illinois.  Following in the 
footsteps of his father who attended UK and was a charter member 
of a fraternity (Phi Kappa Tau), Jay was a charter member of Phi 
Gamma Delta Fraternity.  He completed his studies as a physical 
education major making a four point average his last semester and 
graduated in May 1959. 

 
During his senior year of high school he met Bowling Green 

High School student Caroline Craddock.  They continued to date 
throughout Jay’s college days.  They became engaged in 
December, 1958 and married June 5, 1959. Upon marrying in Jay’s 
church, State Street Methodist Church, they lived in Colonial Court 
on Normal Drive in Bowling Green.  Jay worked that summer for 
the Bowling Green Parks and Recreation Department serving as 
playground supervisor for the new Lampkin Park  Caroline worked 
as a secretary for General Electric Credit Corporation. Later that 
summer he was named basketball coach and teacher at Bristow 
High School in the Warren County, KY School System.   His 
teams in the tiny Bristow School varied greatly with his first season 
winning nineteen games to a low of winning only one game after 
all the top seven players graduated the following year. Highlights 
of his first year included coaching the Carrier twins, who received 
scholarships from Western Kentucky.   Darel, one of the twins, was 
an all-state player in Kentucky in 1959-60 and later was named to 
one All-America team at Western.  He later starred with the 
Kentucky Colonels in the American Basketball Association.  While 
teaching in Warren County, Jay attended Western Kentucky 
University and received his Masters Degree in Secondary 
Administration. In 1962 Caroline and Jay had their first child, 
Cheryl, who was born October 25, 1962 during the height of the 
US-Cuba missile crisis. 

 

After turmoil in the Warren County Schools and after the Board 
of Education attempted to close Bristow, Jay interviewed and was 
employed by the Chattanooga Public Schools in Chattanooga, 
Tennessee as a teacher in Brainerd High School.  After two years at 
Brainerd, Jay was named Head basketball coach and an assistant in 
football at Kirkman Technical High School in Chattanooga.  On 
September 5, 1966 Caroline gave birth to a son, John Craddock 
Atkerson named after Jay’s father (John) and Caroline’s family, 
Craddock. After five enjoyable years at Kirkman he accepted a 
supervisor’s job in the Chattanooga Schools’ Central office, 
serving in a Title III Federal Project CLUE (Cooperative 
Leadership for Urban Education).  After three years he was named 
coordinator of the project and became a program evaluator with 
another Federal Project.  Following two years in that project, he 
was named science, health, and physical education supervisor for 
grades one through twelve in the Chattanooga Public Schools.  
Later he served as Director of General Education and as Acting 
Assistant Superintendent of Instruction for the Chattanooga 
Schools. Additionally, after the State of Tennessee Legislature 
passed a Public Negotiations Law, he served on two occasions as a 
negotiator for the Board of Education in deliberations with 
teachers. Following twenty-nine years with The Chattanooga 
Public Schools and four years in Kentucky, Jay retired June 30, 
1992. 

 

While residing in Chattanooga, the family attended Brainerd 
Methodist and Signal Crest United Methodist Church.  Jay was 
involved at Signal Crest on the Administrative Board and served as

Schools rooms.  He also served on The Chattanooga Audubon 
Society and The Chattanooga Nature Center Boards of Directors. 

 

Following retirement in 1992, Jay and Caroline moved to 
Franklin, Kentucky where they had purchased farm property on 
Johns Loop Road.  In 1992-93 they sub-contracted the 
construction of a house on the bluff above Drakes Creek. Their 
house was a result of many years of dreaming with the plans 
drawn by their son, John, who graduated from The University of 
Tennessee School of Architecture.  For several years they 
operated a Subscription Gardening program where they grew and 
delivered fresh vegetables, fruit and herbs to their subscribers. 
They continue to enjoy fresh fruit and vegetables from their 
garden. 

 

In Franklin, Jay served on the Franklin First United Methodist 
Church Administrative Council, the Pastor-Staff Relations 
Committee and as Lay Leader.  He also served on the Franklin 
Literacy Board and was a member of the new Boys and Girls 
Club of America Board of Directors. 

 

Ironically, Jay’s return to Simpson County, Kentucky meant a 
return to the area where his father was born, went to high school 
and was a farmer. 

 

Cheryl (Cherie) continued the Atkerson tradition (third 
generation) of attending University of Kentucky by graduating 
with a degree in Business Administration in 1985.  While at UK 
she met Les Lutts and they married November 30, 1985.  Les and 
Cheryl have three sons, Marc Weston, (born March 22, 1991), 
Brooks Taylor, (born October 7, 1994) and Ross Tyler (born 
October 27, 1996). 

 
Having been born in Chattanooga, John attended The 

University of Tennessee majoring in architecture and graduated 
in 1992.  He married Lynne Logan September 5, 1992 and they 
have a son John Craddock Atkerson (Jack) (July 21, 1997), a 
daughter Caroline Hope (May 25, 1999) and are expecting a third 
child in April, 2003. 

 
Jay’s interest in computers began in the early nineteen eighties 

when he was Director of General Education for the Chattanooga 
Public Schools where he was responsible for in-service education 
for the system’s approximately twelve hundred teachers.  Record 
keeping for the teachers’ involvement in meeting their system 
requirement was at best slow and cumbersome.  His office was 
one of the first in the system to utilize the computer in record 
keeping.

A data base program enabled their office 
to record and report teacher involvement on a much more timely 
basis. Later in the eighties he was a guest of Apple Computer by 
attending The Apple World Conference in Los Angles when the 
MacIntosh SE was introduced.  At this meeting each of the 
participants attending that conference received as a promotional 
technique a new Macintosh to bring back to their school systems.  
Jay’s first home computer was the Apple IIC computer.  Later he 
purchased a Compaq and now uses a Dell 4300.  Showing more 
interest in application programs rather than in how computers 
work, he uses word processing, database and spreadsheet 
programs.  His later interest came in working on his family 
genealogy where he uses Power Point and the internet. He and 
Caroline joined the Bowling Green Area 
Microcomputer User Group in August 1991 
where they have enjoyed meeting others with 
computer interests.
